Performance and work practices in relation to the elements and performance criteria must comply with all current legislation, especially the Electricity Act 1992, and any regulations and codes of practice recognised under that statute; the Health and Safety in Employment Act 1992; and the Resource Management Act 1991.  Electricity supply industry codes of practice and documented industry procedures include the Safety Manual – Electricity Industry (SM-EI) (2004) Wellington: Electricity Engineers’ Association. All candidates must be currently trained in basic life support and basic first aid as appropriate to the electricity supply industry.

The description outlines lowering method.

single person rescue, two-person team rescue.

The description outlines basic life support and first aid methods in terms of current best practice.

The description outlines incident reporting requirements.

includes but is not limited to – requirements of relevant legislation, employer quality management requirements.

Element 2

Carry out rescue of victim from an electrical structure.

Performance criteria

2.1
Structure inspection ensures rescuer’s safety.

Range
includes but is not limited to determining – structure soundness, voltage, victim clear, victim in contact with supply, supply connection, climbing route plan, personal protective equipment, rescue equipment.

2.2
The need for assistance is determined.

2.3
Structure is climbed using planned route.

2.4
Condition of victim is determined.

Range
clear of supply, contact with supply, breaking contact between victim and supply, victim position, airway open or closed.

2.5
Victim is lowered.
2.6
Basic life support and first aid are administered.

Element 3
Report rescue from electrical structure.

Performance criteria

3.1
Appropriate statutory bodies are advised of incident.

Range
Ministry of Economic Development, Occupational Safety and Health Service.
3.2
Incident information is recorded within required timeframes, and meets reporting requirements.

Range
includes but is not limited to – requirements of relevant legislation, employer quality management requirements.

Please note
